Dr. Cho moves to approve (seconded by Dr. Baragar) the January 28, 2011 departmental minutes.  Motion passes unanimously. 

Committee Reports: 

Graduate Committee:  Dr. Burke stated that the EE/Math Dual Degree Proposal is finished. He will send them to the faculty and it can be voted on in the next department meeting. He also said that for the graduate program, we had 66 applications and 19 students were admitted  (so far 9 yes's and 3 no's).    15 applicants have been rejected and 10 are on the wait list.  The remaining applications have either been recently completed, or are not yet complete.
Undergraduate Studies Committee:  Dr. Robinette stated that they are working on couple of new undergraduate courses. Dr. Costa mentioned that these courses were originated from the NSF grant they received, and the courses will be cross-listed with the Department of Mathematical sciences and the School of Life Sciences. 

Dr. Dubose handed the floor to Dr. Baragar, Advisory Committee Chair. 

Dr. Phanord moves (seconded by Dr. Burke) to accept the proposed bylaw changes (Proposal I) regarding resignations.

Dr. Burke moves to amend a minor change to Proposal I (seconded by Dr. Shiue). The amendment passes unanimously.

Proposed bylaw changes (Proposal I with the amendment) regarding resignations passes unanimously (24 yes, 0 no, 0 abstention).

Dr. Phanord moves (seconded by Dr. Ananda) to accept the proposed bylaw changes (Proposal II) regarding choice voting.

Voting result: 14 yes, 6 no, 3 abstention
