Email Correspondences: Type “MAT 182 Fall 2005” under the Subject listing in all email correspondences to me. I receive a large amount of email, and this will make it possible for me to sort and locate the emails concerning MAT 182.  Feel free to follow “MAT 182 Fall 2005” by any additional information but do start the subject listing as “MAT 182 Fall 2005” so that I may locate your email correspondence by sorting.  
Office Hours: Tentatively 12-1:30pm Tu, 12-2pm Th, and 11:45-12:30pm on MW. Any changes in and/or rescheduling of my office hours will be announced in class. When there are too many students to fit into my office, we may go to a classroom, in which case I can post the classroom number on my office door. I am not available immediately before my classes, as I will be reviewing my lecture notes (2 hours is a long time to lecture on even the most trivial material). Note that office hours are neither a substitute for a private tutor nor a substitute for attending class, but are instead to provide some additional help and/or clarification of course material for serious students who rarely miss class due to some emergency beyond their control. 

Tutors: The Department of Mathematical Sciences (located on the fourth floor of the B building of CBC) circulates a list of private tutors. Feel free to ask my opinion of potential tutors (John Green has successfully tutored undergraduate students at all levels). The Center for Academic Enhancement and Outreach (895-4782), located at Room 201 of the Student Services Complex, offers an on-campus Math Lab and also individual and group tutoring. The Math Lab has a one-time semester rate of $150. Call for hours of operation. Individual and group tutoring is $10 per hour for UNLV students (otherwise $20 per hour) but requires a minimum block of five hours being purchased. They are also looking to hire tutors. The Center for Academic Enrichment and Outreach is not associated with the Department of Mathematical Sciences and students need to contact the Center to verify this information and receive precise information. 

Final: The Final is on Monday December 12 starting at 10:10pm (see UNLV’s online final exam schedule). The Final is comprehensive, covering all the topics presented in class. Start making arrangements with your work, etc. to have Monday May 12 available for your final.  I often provide assigned seating for the Final for my classes. The final for my other class, MAT 453/653, starts at 1pm on Monday December 12. 

Curriculum: Most of the material we shall cover is presented in Chapters 6, 7, 8, 10 and 11 of the required book, including but not limited to Sections 6.1, 6.2, 6.3, 6.5, 7.1, 7.2, 7.3, 7.4, 7.5, 7.8, 8.1, 8.2, 10.1, 10.2, 10.3 10.4, and 11.1 through 11.10. The course is based on the lectures, not on the book, though students will need to read and study the book. 
Grading Policy: Except for possibly lowering your overall final grade due to missing classes, talking during class, etc., your final grade will be based on homeworks, quizzes, three tests, and your final. Assuming we are assigned a grader, (1) your final is worth 30% of your overall grade, (2) homeworks are worth 10%, and each of the following accounts for 15% of your overall grade: (3) quizzes, (4) Test 1, (5) Test 2, and (6) Test 3. Duplicate exams (tests, quizzes, and the final), talking during exams, etc. will result in a score of 0% being recorded.  Any questions concerning such scores should be handled outside of class (preferably during office hours), as the limited class time needs to be spent on covering the course material and going over homework. 

Changes to Grading Policy: Any changes in the above proportions will be announced in class.  

Tests and Quizzes: Tests will be announced in class approximately one week in advance. I often have assigned seating during tests and sometimes during quizzes. Tests will typically be graded and returned approximately one week after the day on which they are taken. Duplicate tests, talking during exams (tests, quizzes, and the final), etc. will of course result in a score of 0% being recorded. Make-up exams (tests and quizzes) are rarely permitted so that a missed exam typically results in a score of 0%. If you must miss an exam, email me as soon as possible before the exam indicating the emergency keeping you from class. (Please email me at least 24 hours before the time of the exam. Earlier is better!) If a make-up exam is permitted, I shall need documentation of the emergency, I shall provide you with a date and time for the make-up (sometime during the semester or during final’s week). Unless otherwise announced, the make-up exam will typically be more difficult than the regular exam, especially if it is taken when most of the exams have been graded. Note that the new make-up exam will need to be made and graded, but priority will be given to making and grading class exams, not individual make-up exams (thus, make-up exams may not be graded and returned until the end of the semester).  

Calculators: For quizzes, tests, and the final, calculators are not to be used to provide formulas or to help with graphing in Polar Coordinates (see Chapter 10). Such use of a calculator will be considered as a form of cheating, resulting in an exam score of 0%. Calculators that cannot provide such information are best for these exams. If we have a small enough class, students may raise their hand to request that the instructor oversee each use of such a sophisticated calculator during exams, though students are warned that this will not be an efficient use of exam time. Calculators are not required for the exams, but the instructor understands that the calculators provide many students with some needed comfort for exams. 

Sign-in Sheet:  ATTENDENCE IS MANDATORY. Students are expected to attend every class. The final grade of students who miss three or more classes will be lowered due to lack of attendance, except under special circumstances in which case the student can request to be assigned a project to make up for the absences. The classroom setting cannot be replicated outside the classroom. Also, you need to attend class to take the Quizzes, copy the homework assignments, etc. I shall frequently provide quizzes. Students are to sign in at each class meeting. We cover four credits worth of material and therefore can only repeat lectures during office hours. Each class period is equivalent to two regular fifty-minute class periods so that missing one day of class can be devastating. 

Class Courtesy: Please use basic common courtesy in my classroom and in relating to your Calculus II classmates. In particular, during lectures, refrain from conversing with one another (including conversations concerning homework). Such conversations will result in a lowering of the final grade, as such conversations interfere with other students being able to follow the lecture and passing my course. Classtime needs to be spent on lecturing, going over homework, or in other words, on material relevant to all students in the class. Questions concerning the lectures and homework problems are typically relevant.  However, individual questions about grading need to be addressed outside of class during office hours so as not to interfere with the other students’ time. 

Labeling Homeworks, Quizzes, and Tests: Put your name and course number on all tests, quizzes, and homeworks. Also put the homework assignment number, the course number, instructor name, and semester (e.g. HW#1, MAT 182, Section 2, Dr. DuBose, Fall 2005) on each homework so that it may be processed. Homeworks, quizzes, and tests without such information may not be graded or points will likely be deducted; all of these need your name in order for a grade to be recorded. Separate homeworks must be written up on separate sheets (e.g. do not combine homeworks 1 and 2) and turned in separately. Staple all pages of each homework together in the appropriate order. Students need to present problems from the same section of a homework assignment in increasing order in order for that homework to be graded (the grader needs to spend his/her time on grading, not on locating problems). When appropriate, work must be provided for credit on homeworks, quizzes, and tests. Again, staple the pages of each homework together so that no pages are lost. The classroom does not have a stapler available so you will need to make your own arrangements. 

Homework: You shall regularly receive homework assignments. If you miss a class, you are encouraged to obtain the assignment from a fellow student or from me during my office hours. Classtime must be spent on lecturing, etc. for the entire class and it is inappropriate to stop class to provide a homework assignment for one student. I encourage you to have a “class contact” which I believe can be helpful in a number of ways. 

        Many answers are given in the back of the book. Practice by doing these problems first and then comparing your answer, even if you are doing the problem wrong. This way you can see what type of errors you are likely to make, and correct them so that you won’t repeat such errors on quizzes and tests. 

        There are a number of reasons for the Homework. Some of the course material needs to become second nature; the homework will help you practice and achieve this. Further, I cannot quiz or test you on every item. The homework is a place where you formally work on such items, as well as encounter certain problems that you should at least be aware of. The homework is also a place to encounter problems that are not immediate and require some thought beyond what most students can do as part of an inclass exam. You most likely need to do well on the homework to get a desirable grade. 

Read the Book: Keep in mind throughout the course that math is not a spectator sport and that you will not learn mathematics by just watching others do it. Don’t hesitate to do problems not assigned in class. Finally, even though I realize it is very painful, read the book!  Read the material before I cover it. You will probably not understand everything you read. However, you will get more out of the lectures if you already have some familiarity with the material I am covering. It is difficult to grasp concepts all at once.
Homework Grading: Selected homework problems will be graded from each homework. Not all homework problems will be graded and I cannot guarantee that homework, which is more than one lecture late, will be graded. Such late homework that is fortunate enough to be graded may be docked. Priority must be given to grading current homeworks. Homework over three weeks due cannot be accepted. The last day to turn in homework will be announced in class. Keep a record of the dates in which you turn in particular homeworks. Also feel free to give me, at the end of the semester, such a record and a record of your scores on homework returned; I can check these with my records. 

In-class Review of Homework Problems: In addition to the lectures, I shall go over selected homework problems during class. Students need to have made a serious attempt to do the homework and be familiar with the problems before I go over the homework in class. In general, I shall go over the selected problems at a “fast” pace, partly due to limited class time but also to make sure students are doing the homework and are familiar with the problems before I go over the selected homework problems. I may go over the problems out of order, first so as to group similar type problems together but also to make sure students are not just copying my work and then turning that in as their homework without going over my work outside of class. Recall that students must present the problems from the same section in increasing order on homeworks. 

Book Keeping: Keep a record of which homeworks you turn in, and keep all old homeworks, quizzes, and tests so that you may calculate your grade. You will need these materials to study for future tests and the final. Though I can assist you in calculating your grade, it is your option for you to calculate your grade before the end of the semester. 

UNLV Drop Policy: Friday November 4, 2005 is the final date to withdraw or drop the class (or change from credit to audit). As indicated online by UNLV, no drops are allowed after this date, even with instructor approval, and drops need to be processed by 5pm. 

Holidays.    Labor Day Recess: Monday, September 5.    Nevada Day Recess: Friday October 28.   Thanksgiving Recess: November 24-27.   

Religious Holidays: The last day of late registration, September 2, is also meant to be the last day for students to notify their instructors about missing a class due to observance of religious holidays. I shall accept such written notification through Friday September 9, 2005. 

Study Week December 5-10: I might provide you with quizzes during study week, to assist you in reviewing the course material and give you added incentive to study. Recall that faculty are encouraged to refrain from giving one-hour, sit-down, written exams during Study Week, but the policy does not affect many activities including quizzes. You may review the exact wording of the policy concerning Study Week online under UNLV’s Final Exam Schedule. 

Disabilities: If you have a documented disability that may require assistance, you will need to go to the Disabilities Resource Center for coordination in your academic accommodations. The Disabilities Resource Center is located in the Reynolds Student Services Center, room 137, and has the phone number 895-0866 (TDD 895-0652). 

Conferences: I shall announce in class the dates of any conferences which I need to attend and conflict with our class.  

W Grade: The Regents have re-established the W grade for UNLV transcripts.  For the past seven or eight years there was no official designation on student transcripts if a student had enrolled in a class and then dropped the class.  UNLV was probably one of only a handful of institutions that did not utilize a W on student transcripts.  The new rules are if a student drops after the first week of class, a W will be placed on the transcript.  The W does not effect the GPA.
